1.  Writing Applications: Write summaries that contain the main ideas of the  
      reading selection and the most significant details (4-2.4), write narratives:  
      establish a plot, point of view, setting, and conflict. Show, rather than tell,  
      the events of the story (5-2.1).          
2.  Grammar: Identify, and correctly use verbs that are often misused,  
      modifiers, and pronouns (5-1.2), identify and use regular and irregular  
      verbs, adverbs, prepositions, and coordinating conjunctions in writing and  
      speaking (4-1.3), read aloud narrative and expository text fluently and  
      accurately and with appropriate pacing, intonation, and expression (5-1.1). 
3.   Sentence Structure:  Use simple and compound sentences in writing and  
      speaking (4-1.1), identify and correctly use prepositional phrases,  
      appositives, and independent and dependent clauses; use transitions and  
      conjunctions to connect ideas (5-1.1). 
4.   Vocabulary and Concept Development:  Apply knowledge of word  
      origins, derivations, synonyms, antonyms and idioms to determine the  
      meaning of words and phrases (4-1.2), use a dictionary to learn the  
      meaning and other features of unknown words (3-1.7), understand and  
      explain the figurative and metaphorical use of words in context (5-1.5). 
5.   Research and Technology:  Use organizational features of printed text  
      (e.g., citations, end notes, bibliographic references) to locate relevant  
      information (5-1.3), locate information in reference texts by using  
      organizational features (e.g., prefaces and appendixes) (4-1.6). 
6.   Comprehension and Analysis of Grade-Level-Appropriate Text: make  
      and confirm predictions about text by using prior knowledge and ideas  
      presented in the text itself, including illustrations, titles, topic sentences,  
      important words, and foreshadowing clues (4-2.3), compare and contrast  
      information on the same topic after reading several passages or articles (4- 
      2.5).

High Point is a research-based intervention 
program carefully designed for struggling 
readers and English learners in grades 4-12 
to accelerate growth in language and 
literacy. Once students have learned to 
decode in High Point—The Basics, they 
build reading power (vocabulary, 
comprehension, and fluency) through the 
increasingly more difficult reading 
selections in High Point Levels A-C. The 
direct, spiraling instruction in text 
structures, reading strategies, and 
comprehension skills moves students to a 
sixth-grade reading level, ultimately moving 
them on to study in mainstream materials. 
To solidify comprehension skills, direct 
instruction of comprehension strategies is 
included with each reading selection in High 
Point as students Prepare to Read, Read, and 
Respond to each reading selection. This 
instructional framework of “before reading,” 
“during reading,” and “after reading” 
provides the support struggling readers need 
for reading success (Vaca and Vaca, 1999).
