Key Grade 11/12 Content Standards and 

Course Objectives (cont).  

 
1.  Vocabulary and Concept Development:  Trace the etymology of 

significant terms used in political science and history (1.1). 
2.  Word Analysis, Fluency, and Systematic Vocabulary:  Apply 

knowledge of Greek, Latin, and Anglo-Saxon roots and affixes to 
draw inferences concerning the meaning of scientific and 
mathematical terminology (1.2), discern the meaning and relationship 
between pairs of words encountered in analogical statements (1.3). 

3.  Reading Comprehension:  Analyze both the features and rhetorical 
devices of different types of public documents and how authors use 
these features and devices (2.1), analyze how clarity is affected by the 
patterns of organization, hierarchical structures, repetition of key 
ideas, syntax, and word choice in text (2.3), analyze an author’s 
implicit and explicit philosophical assumptions and beliefs about a 
subject (2.5), critique the power, validity, and truthfulness in the logic 
of arguments set forth in public documents, their appeal to audiences 
both friendly and hostile, and the extent to which they anticipate and 
address reader concerns (2.6).  

4.  Literary Response and Analysis:  Analyze characteristics of sub-
genres that are used in basic genres (3.1), analyze how the theme or 
meaning of a selection represents a view or comment on life (3.2), 
analyze how irony, tone, mood, style, and sound of language are used 
to achieve specific rhetorical and/or aesthetic purposes (3.3), analyze 
ways in which poets use imagery, personification, figures of speech, 
and sounds to evoke readers’ emotions (3.4), analyze recognized 
works of American literature representing a variety of genres and 
traditions (3.5), analyze recognized works of world literature from a 
variety of authors (3.7).   

5.  Writing Strategies: Demonstrate understanding of the elements of 
discourse when completing narrative, expository, persuasive, 
informational, or descriptive writing assignments (1.1), use point of 
view, characterization, style, and related elements for specific 
rhetorical and aesthetic purposes (1.2), structure ideas and arguments 
in a sustained, persuasive, and sophisticated way and support them 
with precise and relevant examples (1.3), integrate databases, 
graphics, and spreadsheets into word-processed documents (1.8), 
revise writing (1.9), design and publish multi-page documents using 
advanced publishing software and graphic programs (1.8). 

6.  Writing Applications:  Write fictional, autobiographical, and/or 
biographical narratives (2.1), write responses to literature (2.2), write 
reflective compositions (2.3), write historical investigation reports 
(2.4), write job applications and resumes (2.5), deliver multimedia 
presentations (2.6), (see 11/12 standards for specific requirements). 

7.  Written and Oral English Language Conventions:  Demonstrate 
control of grammar, paragraph, and sentence structure, diction and 
usage (1.1), reflect appropriate manuscript requirements (1.3).

media to inform, persuade, entertain, and transmit 
culture (1.1), analyze the impact of media on the 
democratic process (1.2), use effective and interesting 
language in the delivery of oral communication (1.8), 
evaluate when to use different kinds of images to create 
effective productions (1.10), analyze the techniques 
used in media messages for a particular audience and 
evaluate their effectiveness (1.14), deliver oral reports 
on historical investigations (2.2), deliver oral responses 
to literature (2.3), deliver multimedia presentations

        The Diary of a Young Girl (select 1) 
         1.  Use the Internet to explore: United State Holocaust Memorial Museum website.  Located at 

this website are a number of links for the documentation, study and interpretation of 
Holocaust for various ethnic and religious groups throughout history.  Find a topic that is 
of particular interest to you and either write a 2-3-page essay or prepare a 15-slide 
PowerPoint presentation from your research. Use Writing rubric Exp. CP.

         2.   Some of the themes in her diary are: loneliness of adolescence, the inward versus the 
outward self, and generosity and greed in wartime.  Write a 2-3-page essay that addresses 
each of those themes, providing specific examples from the novel to support your ideas. 
Use Writing Rubric RL CP, or Exp. CP. 

         3.   Use the Internet to conduct research on World War II.  From your research, write a 2-3 
page essay or prepare a 15-slide PowerPoint presentation on a topic of your choice based 
on your research. For an essay, use Writing Rubric Exp. CP.
