Students will also learn to apply the Grade 
9-12 Mathematical Reasoning Standards to 
daily life activities.  Teachers will use 
layered curriculum, based on the CAHSEE 
and student skill levels to meet individual 
student needs.  The technique of 
“backwards mapping” will be incorporated 
to provide standards-based scaffolding for 
those students whose mathematics skill 
levels are below grade level.  Thus, the 
textbook options range from basic 
mathematics to algebraic concepts.
