6. Students relate the narrative of the people and events associated with the
development of the U.S. Constitution and analyze its significance as the
foundation of the American republic (5.7).

This course will focus on the changing
state of California in light of United States
history and geography and major world
events. In the specific treatment of
milestones in California history, students
examine the state in the context of the rest
of the nation, with an emphasis on the U.S.
Constitution and the relationship between
state and federal government. The
standards presented in this course follow
the Grades 4-6 Sequenced Pattern of
Instruction.
