After reviewing the development of   
America’s democratic institutions founded  
in the Judeo-Christian heritage and English  
parliamentary tradition, particularly the  
shaping of the Constitution, this course will 
trace the development of American politics,  
society, culture and economy and relate  
them to the emergence of major regional  
differences through the period of the  
Industrial Revolution. Students will learn  
about the challenges facing the new nation,  
with an emphasis on the causes, course and  
consequences of the Civil War. They will  
make connections between the rise of  
industrialization and contemporary social  
and economic conditions. 
 
Students will continue to develop the Grades 
6-8 Historical and Social Science Analysis  
Skills. Students will build on the skills  
previously learned and practiced and will  
work to develop higher order analytical  
skills.
