Course Content:  Key Content Standards and

1.  Students relate the narrative of the people and events associated with the 
development of the U.S. Constitution and analyze its significance as the 
foundation of the American republic (5.7). 

2.  Students know the location of the current 50 states and the 
names of their capitals (5.9). 

3.  Students explain how California became an agricultural and 
industrial power by tracing the transformation of the California 
economy and its political and cultural development since the 
1850’s (4.4). 

4.  Students describe the: geography and climate of pre-Columbian 
settlements (5.1-1), customs and folklore of pre-Columbian 
settlements (5.1-2), economies of the pre-Columbian settlements 
(5.1-3). 

5.  Students trace routes and describe the early explorations of the 
America’s (5.2) 

6.  Students explain the cooperation and conflict with the Indians 
(5.3-2,4,5). 

7.  Students explain the causes of the American Revolution (5.5-1, 
2, 3, 4). 

8.  Students understand the course and consequences of the 
American Revolution (5.6-1, 5). 

9.  Students trace the colonization, immigration and settlement 
patterns of the American people from 1789 to the mid-1800’s 
(5.8-1, 2, 3, 4, 6). 

10.  Students understand slavery in America (5.4-6).
