This course will focus on the major 7th and 8th 
grade History-Social Science standards.  The 
core content will be based on World and United 
States History and Geography. 
 
Students will study the social, cultural, and 
technological changes that occurred in Europe, 
Africa, and Asia from 500 AD through the 18th 
Century.  This study includes the history and 
geography of the great civilizations that were 
developing concurrently throughout the world 
during medieval and early modern times.   
 
Students will also study the development of 
America’s democratic institutions founded in the 
Judeo-Christian heritage and English 
parliamentary tradition.   
 
Seventh and eighth- grade students will continue 
to develop the Grades 6-8 Historical and Social 
Science Analysis Skills.  Students will build on 
the skills previously learned and practiced and 
will work to develop higher order analytical 
skills. The standards presented in this course are 
based on the Grades 7-8 Sequenced Pattern of 
Instruction.
