Course Title: PRINCIPLES OF AMERICAN
DEMOCRACY II

Course Content: Key Content Standards and
Course Objectives

1. Students analyze the political principles underlying the U.S.
Constitution and compare the enumerated and implied powers of the
federal government (8.2).

2. Students understand the foundation of the American political system
and the ways in which citizens participate in it (8-3).

3. Students evaluate, take and defend positions on what the fundamental
values and principles of civil society are, their interdependence, and
meaning and importance for a free society (12-3).

4. Students understand the structure, functions, and powers of the United
States local, state and federal governments as described in the U.S.
Constitution (4.5).

6. Students evaluate issues regarding campaigns for national, state and
local elective office (12-6).

7. Students relate the narrative of the people and events associated with
the development of the U.S. constitution and analyze its significance as
the foundation of the American republic (5-7).

8. Students evaluate, take and defend positions on the influence of the
media on American political life (12-8).

9. Students explain the causes of the American Revolution (5-5).

10. Students formulate questions about and defend their analyses of
tensions within the U.S. constitutional democracy and the importance
of maintaining a balance between these concepts (12-10).
(e.g., majority rule and individual rights, state/national authority,
freedom of the press, etc.)

Credit Value: 1-5

Through this course, students will develop a
deeper understanding of the institutions of
American government. They will compare
systems of government in the world today
and analyze the life and changing
interpretations of the Constitution, the bill of
Rights, and the current state of the
legislative, executive and judiciary branches
of government. An emphasis will be placed
on analyzing the relationship among federal,
sate and local governments, with particular
attention paid to important historical
documents.

In addition to the Principles of American
Democracy content standards for grades 9-
12, students will have opportunities to
demonstrate the 9-12 social science
intellectual, reasoning, reflection and
research skills.

Include
the function of each branch in your slides.
