Course Content:  Key Content Standards and 
Course Objectives 

 
1. Students will complete 25 hours of internship 

placement in the television industry. 
2. Students will complete a 10-22 minute video project 

that has been shot, edited, with added music and 
exported in VHS format. 

3. Students will submit their video project for a film 
festival. 

4. Students will have completed and edited two public 
service announcements. 

5. Students will serve as crewmembers of 
“Possibilities.” 

6. Students will have documented at least 3 hours of 
supervised training with a broadcast engineer.

Credit Value:  1 - 5

This course will serve as the culmination of 
a three-part continuum in the 
video/broadcast curriculum.  Students will 
complete an internship placement in the 
field of television. They will be required to 
complete a personal video project and two 
public service announcements that 
demonstrate skill in all facets of the editing 
process.  Upon successful completion of 
this course, students should be competent 
to obtain gainful employment in the 
video/broadcast industry.
